Preamble

The licenses for most software are designed to take away your
freedom to share and changeit. By contrast, the GNU General Public
Licenses are intended to guarantee your freedom to share and change
free software--to make sure the software is free for al its users.

Thislicense, the Lesser General Public License, appliesto some
specially designated software packages--typically libraries--of the
Free Software Foundation and other authors who decide to useit. You
can use it too, but we suggest you first think carefully about whether
thislicense or the ordinary General Public Licenseis the better
strategy to use in any particular case, based on the explanations
below.

When we speak of free software, we are referring to freedom of use,
not price. Our General Public Licenses are designed to make sure that

Kibaale Children's Centre (KCC) islocated in Kibaale, a small town in the
south of Uganda, near Tanzania, in East Africa. The areais known as Rakai
Digtrict. The population is mostly farmers. Although people are poor, there
isenough food. But thisdistrict is suffering from AIDS more than any other
part of the world. Some say that it started there. Estimations are that 10

to 30% of the Ugandans are infected with HIV. Because parents die, there are
many orphans. In this district about 60,000 children have lost one or both
parents, out of a population of 350,000. And thisisstill continuing.

The children need alot of help. The KCC iswaorking hard to provide the needy
with food, medical care and education.

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Preamble

The licenses for most software are designed to take away your
freedom to share and changeit.

Preamble

The licenses for most software are designed to take away your

freedom to share and changeit. By contrast, the GNU General Public
Licenseisintended to guarantee your freedom to share and change free
software--to make sure the software isfree for al itsusers.

The licenses for most software are designed to take away your
freedom to share and changeit.

Public License. It aso provides other free software developers Less

of an advantage over competing non-free programs. These disadvantages
are the reason we use the ordinary General Public License for many
libraries. However, the Lesser license provides advantagesin certain
special circumstances.

Python was created in the early 1990s by Guido van Rossum at Stichting
Mathematisch Centrum (CWI, see http://www.cwi.nl) in the Netherlands
as a successor of alanguage called ABC. Guido remains Python's
principal author, although it includes many contributions from others.

In 1995, Guido continued his work on Python at the Corporation for
National Research Initiatives (CNRI, see http://www.cnri.reston.va.us)
in Reston, Virginiawhere he released several versions of the

software.

In May 2000, Guido and the Python core development team moved to
BeOpen.com to form the BeOpen PythonLabs team. In October of the same
year, the PythonL abs team moved to Digital Creations (now Zope
Corporation, see http://www.zope.com). In 2001, the Python Software
Foundation (PSF, see http://www.python.org/psf/) was formed, a

non-profit organization created specifically to own Python-related
Intellectual Property. Zope Corporation is a sponsoring member of

the PSF.

All Python releases are Open Source (see http://www.opensource.org for
the Open Source Definition). Historically, most, but not all, Python
releases have also been GPL -compatible; the table below summarizes
the various releases.

History of the software

Python was created in the early 1990s by Guido van Rossum at Stichting
Mathematisch Centrum (CWI, see http://www.cwi.nl/) in the Netherlands as a
successor of alanguage called ABC. Guido remains Python's principal author,
although it includes many contributions from others.

In 1995, Guido continued his work on Python at the Corporation for National
Research Initiatives (CNRI, see http://www.cnri.reston.va.us/) in Reston,
Virginiawhere he released several versions of the software.

In May 2000, Guido and the Python core devel opment team moved to BeOpen.com to
form the BeOpen PythonL abs team. In October of the same year, the PythonL abs
team moved to Digital Creations (now Zope Corporation; see

http://www.zope.com/). In 2001, the Python Software Foundation (PSF, see
http://www.python.org/psf/) was formed, a non-profit organization created
specifically to own Python-related Intellectual Property. Zope Corporationisa
sponsoring member of the PSF.

All Python releases are Open Source (see http://www.opensource.org/ for the Open
Source Definition). Historically, most, but not all, Python releases have also
been GPL-compatible; the table below summarizes the various releases.

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The licenses for most software are designed to take away your
freedom to share and changeit.
