The licenses for most software are designed to take away your freedom to

Linux kernel licensing rules

The Linux Kernel is provided under the terms of the GNU General Public
License version 2 only (GPL-2.0), as provided in LICENSES/preferred/GPL-2.0,
with an explicit syscall exception described in
LICENSES/exceptions/Linux-syscall-note, as described in the COPY ING file.

This documentation file provides a description of how each source file
should be annotated to make its license clear and unambiguous.

note in the kernel COPY ING file, the syscall interface is a clear boundary,
which does not extend the GPL requirements to any software which usesit to
communicate with the kernel. Because the UAPI headers must be includable
into any source files which create an executable running on the Linux

kernel, the exception must be documented by a special license expression.

The common way of expressing the license of a source fileisto add the
matching boilerplate text into the top comment of the file. Due to
formatting, typos etc. these "boilerplates’ are hard to validate for

tools which are used in the context of license compliance.

files. There was build breakage observed with generated .Ids files where

there are still older assembler tools which cannot handle C++ style
comments.

Preamble
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The licenses for most software are designed to take away your freedom to
share and change it. By contrast, the GNU General Public Licenses are
intended to guarantee your freedom to share and change free software--to
make sure the software is free for al its users.

Thislicense, the Library General Public License, appliesto some specialy
designated Free Software Foundation software, and to any other libraries
whose authors decide to useit. You can useit for your libraries, too.

When we speak of free software, we are referring to freedom, not price. Our
General Public Licenses are designed to make sure that you have the freedom
to distribute copies of free software (and charge for this serviceif you

wish), that you receive source code or can get it if you want it, that you
