Preamble

The GNU General Public Licenseis afree, copyleft license for
software and other kinds of works.

in the event an application does not supply such function or

(For example, afunction in alibrary to compute square roots has
apurpose that is entirely well-defined independent of the
application.

This Library General Public Licenseisintended to
permit devel opers of non-free programs to use free libraries, while
preserving your freedom as a user of such programs to change the free
libraries that are incorporated in them.
